
CAPA 3 *Collective Automatic 
Painting Amsterdam* 1998-2008

After the bifurcation of the CAPA-group in 1997 three of 
the members continued working together in Amsterdam: 
Rik Lina, Dave Bobroske and Jan Giliam, soon to be 
joined by other painters from the city: GertJan Evelo, 
Ziad Haider (Iraq), Max Mink, Lex Kieliem (Indonesia), 
and Hettie Govers, José Wolters and Machteld 
Teekens from Utrecht, the city of Dave. They held many 
studio-sessions over the decade, but no exhibitions 
were organized, only paintings were send to 
international surrealist exhibitions abroad.  



In 2008 one of these exhibitions was in Coïmbra, 
Portugal: “ O Reverso do Olhar - The Reverse of the 
Look”, showing works of the several CAPA-groups. 
During the opening a performance took place where 
Jan, Dave and Rik were joined by former CAPA 
participants Miguel Lohlé and Amirah Gazel, and 
Spanish painter António Beneyito. 
In 2001 the Portuguese painter Mario Cesariny visited 
Rik’s studio in Amsterdam and they started to work 
together right away!
In 2006 in Chili, Rik Lina met Jorge Leal-Labrin again, 
one of the founders of the first CAPA-group, and they 
made a session at night in a mountain-forest near 
Valparaiso: “Le Rito de Laguna Verde”
Several collective paintings of Rik and Ziad were used 
to illustrate the publication of Dick Gevers: “Anarchism & 
Surrealism” IRIS-Amsterdam 2007.
CAPA’s third period ended during 2008 with the meeting 
of the Cabo Mondego Section of Portuguese 
Surrealism: the start of a new creative period.
